Our 255 Mountain Trail Blue Bus features 
exterior racks attached to the front and rear 
that can hold bicycle tire widths up to 2.8” 
during nonwinter service. Spaces are available 
on a first come, first served basis. North Central 
RTD is not responsible for personal injury, prop-
erty damage or property loss arising from use 
of the bike racks. Gas powered vehicles includ-
ing bicycles, mopeds, scooters and Segways are 
not allowed on the bus.
